MAIN TEXT

The main text will begin two spaces of the keywords (or Palabras clave). Size of letter Times 10 points and single line spacing (1 point). The text will be distributed in two columns, using the options which includes the software Word or copying the format that appears in this example (recommended). The maximum length of the text (including illustrations, tables, acknowledgements and bibliographic citations) will be 4 pages, and will be completely justified. The left and right margins will be of 2 cm, while top and bottom will be 2.5 cm.
Independent paragraphs will be separated by a single space and its first line will have a left indent of 0.5 cm.
The structure of the main text includes, as a general reference, a paragraph of introduction / background / geological framework, summarized presentation of data and results, discussion and conclusions. The extension of the main text is critical, since it must adapt to the maximum space allowed for the entirety of the article.

The list of bibliographical references will be sorted by alphabetical order and dates, and she will only include quotations referenced in the article. How to make appointments, depending on whether it's articles in journals, chapters in books, geological maps, technical reports, books, etc., shall follow the rules of publication of the Journal of the Geological Society of Spain.
